How to enter: 
 
1.  All areas of competition require an entry form.  All entry forms must be postmarked no later than Friday, August 22,  

2008.  If you are hand-delivering your form, it must be in the Fair Administration office no later than 6:00 pm on 
August 22, 2008.  Please see local rules for specifics.  Entry forms are included in this book.  Entry information and forms 
may also be downloaded from www.tularefair.org.  Photocopies with original signature(s) are acceptable.   

 
 2.  Fill out the appropriate entry form.  Please make sure you include all information that is asked for and that the form has the  
 appropriate signature(s).     

 
*The ADULT ENTRY FORM is to be used by all exhibitors 19 years of age and older.  This form is also to be used by juniors 
wishing to enter and be judged in an adult division. Please use a separate entry form for each department you enter 
(Agriculture-Horticulture, Home Arts, Fine Arts, etc.). 

 
*The JUNIOR ENTRY FORM is to be used by all exhibitors under the age of 19 entering in a junior division.  All non-animal 
entries from the same department can be put on one form.  For example:  If all items entered are in 4-H divisions, you only 
need one form.  However, if you have some items entered in 4-H divisions and some items entered in Independent Junior 
divisions, you would need two separate forms.   

 
*The POULTRY AND RABBIT FORM is to be used for Poultry and Rabbits.  Please use separate forms if you are entering 
both Poultry and Rabbits. 

 
*The LIVESTOCK ENTRY FORM is used for large livestock, livestock showmanship and special livestock contest entries.  
Please use a separate form for each specie.

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Local Rules For All Departments 
1. All State Rules published by the California Department of Food & Agriculture, Division of Fairs & Expositions are in force for 

the  Tulare County Fair.  Copies of the State Rules are available in the Fair office. 
2. The Board of Directors and Management of the 24th DAA reserve the right to refuse exhibits deemed unsuitable or 

inappropriate.  Unless stated otherwise classes are limited to Tulare County residents only. 
3.  All entry forms and fees must be postmarked by August 22, 2008.  Hand delivered entry forms and fees will be accepted until 

6:00 pm on that date.  Mail arriving after August 22, 2008 must bear an official U.S. Postal Service postmark of August 22, 
2008 or earlier in order to be accepted.  It is the exhibitor�s responsibility to ensure their entry form(s) arrive by the entry 
deadline. The use of return-receipt, proof of mailing, and hand cancellation (postmarking) at the Post Office are 
recommended.  The fair is not responsible for any lost, delayed or misdirected mail. Late entries will not be accepted. 

4.  Checks will be accepted until August 31, 2008.  Cash only starting September 1, 2008. 
5. Return checks: There will be a $25.00 fee on checks returned by the bank.  Redemption of returned checks must be made 

by cash or money order. 
6. Premium checks will be mailed by 30 days following the show.  Checks must be cashed within 90 days of issue to remain 

valid.  Expired or lost checks will not be replaced. 
7. Refunds will only be made for more than $25.00.  Please see State Rule II 6 for requirements. 
8. All classes will be judged under the American system unless otherwise stated. (State Rule IV 6) 
9. No exhibitor shall receive more than two cash awards in any one class under the American system. Any limitations within the 

Danish system of judging shall be printed where applicable. (State Rule IV 6) 
10. Fair management is not responsible for errors in entries.  No exhibitor shall be entitled to an award that has been disallowed 

as the result of his/her own error. 
11. The Fair will pay cash awards only on those classes specified in the Exhibitor�s Guidebook and only the judge�s books will be 

the basis for cash award payments.  Due to the possibility of an error in transferring information, ribbons and exhibit tags 
cannot be used as a basis for award payments. 

12. Reasonable precaution will be taken in protection of exhibits; the Tulare County Fair will not be responsible for loss, damage 
or theft, whatever the cause. 

13. PASSES: Adult Exhibitors may purchase an ADULT EXHIBITOR PASS for $20, and Junior Exhibitors may purchase a 
JUNIOR EXHIBITOR PASS for $15, which is good for each day of the fair. Exhibitors may purchase these passes at the 
Administration Office the day they bring their exhibits to the fairgrounds. An exhibits claim check stub must be presented as 
proof of entry. Livestock exhibitors refer to specific departments for Pass or Entry Fee information. SEASON PASSES are 
available to the general public for $25.00. 

14. EXHIBITS DELIVERY DATE: Dates for exhibits to be in place or delivered for judging are listed at the beginning of each 
Department. No late entries will be accepted. 

15. Judging is not open to the public, unless stated otherwise, except for livestock classes. 
16. HANDICAP PARKING: Space has been designated on Martin Luther King, Jr. Avenue near the fair Administration Office 

and on K Street near the Jockey Club to accommodate licensed handicapped fairgoers. 
17. Extension cords used to distribute power to electrical apparatus are to be rated 15 AMPS minimum and contain ground wire.   

Cords not meeting these requirements will be confiscated for the duration of the fair. 
18. DEBT COLLECTION Any individual, business, exhibitor, or exhibitor with a family member* having an outstanding debt to the 

24th D.A.A. Tulare County Fair, (including collection accounts) shall be barred from exhibiting or participating in the Tulare 
County Fair until the debt is satisfied in full (including N.S.F. check charges and/or interest charges). 
*defined as:  parents, siblings, step-parents, step-siblings, and/or individuals residing in the same household. 

19.  SLOW PAY POLICY:Any individual or business having an outstanding balance for a Junior Livestock Auction Purchase as of  
       December 31st shall be barred from bidding or purchasing at subsequent Tulare County Fair Junior Livestock Auctions until    
       the debt is satisfied in full and for a minimum of two consecutive years after the debt is satisfied. (including N.S.F. check   
       charges and/or interest charges).
